	To get the students to talk about collections. Say People sometimes like something strange. One of my students likes collecting test papers. He even wants to build a library of test papers! 
Ask Do you like to collect test papers? If you had the chance to collect things, what would you like you collect?

Demo with one or two students. Then get them to talk in pairs.  Say

1. Now are you going to talk about things you like to collect? Yes. 

2. how long? 1min

Ask a few Ss to share their idea with the whole class. (1min)
